Od roku 1989 sa vyvoj a kontiry Euréopy dramaticky menili. Vytvara sa taka Eurépa, akd si ju
Vychod a Zapad predstavoval? Napiiia EU vizie, ktoré vznikli pred desiatimi rokmi? Na tohtoroénom
stretnuti vydavatelov a $éfredaktorov kultirnych casopisov sa bude diskutovat o novych problé-
moch integracného procesu: o novodefinovanych ekonomickych, politickych a kultirnych hraniciach,
ktoré by opiat mohli rozdelit Eurépu, jej narody a spolo¢nosti.

Nasim cielom je prediskutovat otazky: Komu patri Eurépa? Ako daleko siaha? Ako sa rozsirova-
nie Eurépy javi Ziadatefom o &lenstvo v EU? Existuje nieco ako eurépske hodnoty? Ak ano, ¢o viet-
ko zahrfaju!? Kto ma pravo zucastiiovat sa na politickom a kultrnom Zivote novej Eurépy! Aké su
dé6sledky vylucenia?

Hranice, ¢i uZ nové alebo staré, rozdeluju tiez eurdpsky verejny a intelektualny Zivot. Po takmer
50 rokoch integraéného procesu a viac ako 10 rokoch po pade Zeleznej opony sa eite stale nevy-
tvoril Ziadny spoloény eurdpsky priestor na rieSenie vysSie spomenutych otazok. Eurépa, rovnako
ako kazda demokraticka spolo¢nost, potrebuje verejné féorum na diskusiu o svojom budicom sme-
rovani. K jeho vytvaraniu chcd, hoci poskromne, prispiet aj kultirne ¢asopisy.

Tak ako na vSetkych predchadzajlcich stretnutiach, hlavni tému nasho Strnasteho stretnutia apli-
kujeme na nasu vlastnd pracu.V ramci diskusie sa budeme zaoberat tym, ako mézu kultirne caso-
pisy prispiet k prekonavaniu sicasnych rozdeleni, ako mézu napomdct, ako kriticky reflektovat eu-
ropsku integraciu.
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Since 1989 Europe has been changing its character and shape dramatically. Is it becoming the
Europe that had been imagined by both sides, East and West? Does the EU fulfill the visions that o-
riginated at that time? This year's meeting will address new challenges to the integration process: e-
merging economic, political and cultural fault lines and redefined borders, which could again split
Europe, its nations and its societies.

We would like to discuss questions like:Whose Europe is it? How far does it extend? How do-
es European enlargement appear from the viewpoint of the applicants? Is there such a thing as
European values? If so, how inclusive are they? Who is entitled to participate in the political and cul-
tural life of the new Europe? What are the consequences of exclusion?

Borders, old and new, also divide public and intellectual life in Europe. After almost 50 years of
integration, and more than |0 years after the fall of the Iron Curtain, there is still no common
European space where questions like those mentioned above can be discussed. Democratic socie-
ties need a public sphere. So does Europe. However modestly, cultural journals should be able to
contribute to its creation.

Consequently, we'll apply - as always - the general theme of the meeting to our own work: How
can cultural journals help overcome today's divisions, how can they contribute to and critically ref-
lect on the integration of Europe!
